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BMW Education Programme has created a Wet Play Pack to provide some
creative and engaging activities for children to enjoy when they can’t play outside. 

The materials include some important road safety messages through tips,
activities and quizzes.

There is a downloadable sheet specifically for teachers or helpers looking after
the children – this outlines a range of activities that you might like to encourage
groups or pairs to do. The rest of the sheets are all individual photocopiable
activities that include writing, puzzles, colouring in, drawing, word searches, 
dot to dot or craft work for the children.

Here are some group activities that can quickly be organised for wet play in the classroom or hall.

Mime/role play
• Groups of children mime a range of actions for others to guess the word. This could be around a

theme such as ‘road users’. For example cyclist, pedestrian, driver.
• Groups of children give ‘quick fire’ sounds from which the others have to guess the words. This

could be around a theme such as ‘road sounds’ or animal sounds. For example ambulance, cycle
bell, motorbike, screeching brakes.

• Groups of children enact scenarios to others and others retell the ‘story’. For example:
o getting into a car and putting the seatbelt on
o putting a cycle helmet on, getting on to a bicycle and riding off
o using a pelican crossing.

Collage/montage/mosaic
• Collect a range of comics, magazines and newspapers and ask the children to create their own

road safety scenes by cutting out and producing a montage.
It could include:
o people on a pavement, vehicles and traffic on the road
o countryside scene with trees, fields, cattle, narrow roads and cars
o busy town with houses, shops, traffic, traffic lights, safer crossing places like Zebra crossings.

• Children to draw a large outline picture of themselves. Then colour themselves in bright,
‘fluorescent’ clothing by using torn pieces of colour blocks out of magazines etc. and sticking
them together like a mosaic.

Alphabet game
• Go round the class or group with each child in turn thinking / choosing / saying a word beginning

with each letter of the alphabet. Each alphabet that is gone through should have a theme.
For example, things that could be seen when out and about.

• Each child to draw an outline letter eg                   to fill in an A4 page. They should draw / fill it with
cut outs from magazines, with as many items that begin with that letter.
